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DETERMINATION OF THE AUTHORITY 
 

 

 
[1] In a determination dated 15 October 2007 by interim injunction I restrained the 

respondent from continuing with its employment investigation into allegations directly related 

to criminal charges then pending against the applicant. 

[2]   The criminal charges are now at an end and the respondent seeks the discharge of 

the interim injunction.  The applicant consents.  Accordingly the Authority’s interim 

injunction set out in the determination dated 15 October 2007 is discharged. 

[3] The Authority raised with the parties the state of the non publication order also made 

on 15 October 2007.  Both parties support the continuation of the Authority’s non publication 

order.  I am told that the District Court made a final order prohibiting the publication of the 

applicant’s name.  In support of that order, it is appropriate to continue the Authority’s non 

publication order preventing the publication of the name or any indentifying details of both 

the applicant and the respondent.
